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Voter Identification Laws by State

Photo vs. non-photo identification: Some states request or require voters to show an identification document that has a photo on it, such as a driver’s license, state-issued identification card, military ID, tribal ID, and many other forms of ID. Other states accept non-photo identification such as a bank statement with name and address or other document that does not necessarily have a photo. Using this categorization for laws that are in effect in 2016, 17 states ask for a photo ID and 16 states also accept non-photo IDs.

· Last day to register to vote: October 18th, 2016
· California

· Registration must be postmarked or submitted electronically no later than: October 24th, 2016
· Nevada

· Last day to register to vote or to update your existing registration: October 8th, 2016
· Last day you may register to vote or update your existing registration in person or on the Secretary of States site: October 18th, 2016
· Wyoming 

· Last day to register to vote: October 24th, 2016
· New Mexico

· Last day to register to vote: October 11th, 2016
· Nebraska

· Last day to register by mail by 6:00pm: October 21st, 2016
· Last day for in person voter registration by 6:00pm: October 28th, 2016
· Minnesota

· Pre-registration deadline: October 18th,  2016
· Same Day Voter Registration: November 8th, 2016
· Iowa

· Last day to register to vote: October 29th, 2016
· Illinois

· Last day to register to vote: October 11th, 2016
· Maine

· Last day to register by mail: October 18th, 2016
· Vermont

· Last day to register to vote: November 2nd, 2016
· Massachusetts 

· Last day to register to vote or change party 9:00-8:00pm: October 19th, 2016
· New York

· Last day to register to vote: October 14th, 2016
· Pennsylvania

· Last day to register to vote by mail: October 11th, 2016
· West Virginia

· Maryland

· Last day to register to vote: October 18th, 2016
· District of Columbia

· Deadline for registration by mail: October 11th, 2016
· US Virgin Islands

· Last day to register to vote: TBA
· Puerto Rico

· Last day to register to vote: September 19th, 2016
· Guam

· Last day to register to vote: October 28th, 2016 
ID requested; Photo not required

· Alaska 

· Last day to register to vote: October 9th, 2016

An election official can waive the identification requirement if s/he knows the voter

· Washington 

· Deadline for mail or online new voter registration, address change: October 10th, 2016

· Deadline for new Washington State voter registration (in person) October 31st, 2016

Holds all elections by mail, so this provision impacts few voters

· Montana 

· Postmarked registration form must be due by: October 11th, 2016

· End of late registration by 8:00pm: November 8th, 2016

If ID is not presented, the voter votes on a provisional ballot and the signature on the ballot envelope is matched to the voters signature on record

· Utah 

· Last day to register to  vote by mail: October 11th, 2016

· Last day to register to vote online: November 1st, 2016

If ID is not presented, the county clerk can verify identity through some other means

· Colorado 

· Last day to register to vote: October 31st, 2016

Colorado holds all elections by mail, so this law impacts only voters who choose to vote in person on Election Day

· Oklahoma 

· Last day to register to vote: October 14th, 2016

In Addition to photo Id’s, a voter registration card is also permitted. If ID is not presented, the voter votes on a provisional ballot and election officials verify the information provided

· Arkansas 

· Last day to register to vote: October 10th, 2016

· Missouri 

· Last day to register to vote: October 12th, 2016

If ID is not presented, the voter may cast a regular ballot if 2 election officials attest they know him/her

· Kentucky 

· Last day to register to vote: October 11th, 2016

If ID is not presented, the voter signs an oath attesting to his/her qualifications

· South Carolina
· Last day to register to vote: October 8th, 2016

If a voter has a reasonable impediment to presenting a photo ID, he or she can show a voter registration card. Otherwise the voter who doesn’t show an ID votes a provisional ballot and must show ID within a few days of the election

· Delaware 

· Last day to register to vote: October 15th, 2016

If ID is not presented, a voter signs an affidavit affirming his/her identity 

· New Hampshire 

· Last day to register to vote: October 29th, 2016

If ID is not presented the voter votes on a provisional ballot. After the election, a mailing is sent and the voter must sign and return it; if it is not returned the voter will be investigated for voter fraud 

· Connecticut 

· Election Day Registration is available: November 1st, 2016

If ID is not presented, a voter provides name, date of birth, and address and signs under penalty of making a false statement

Photo ID requested: 

· Idaho 

· Last day to register to vote: October 14th, 2016

If ID is not presented, the voter signs an affidavit with name and address

· South Dakota
· Last day to register to vote: October 24th, 2016

If ID is not presented, the voter provides name and address and signs an affidavit

· Louisiana 

· Last day to register to vote: October 11th, 2016

If ID is not presented, the voter signs an affidavit and provides date of birth and other information form the poll book

· Alabama 

· Last day to register to vote: October 24th, 2016

If no Id is presented, 2 election officials can sign an affidavit attesting to the voter’s identity; otherwise the voter votes on provisional ballot and must return to show an id within 4 days

· North Carolina 

· Last day to register to vote: October 14th, 2016

If a voter has a reasonable impediment to presenting a photo ID, he or she can sign a form attesting to the impediment present alternative identifying information and vote a provisional ballot. A voter who is not able to show a photo ID may also vote a provisional ballot and show an ID within a few days of the election

· Michigan 

· Last day to register to vote: October 11th, 2016

If ID is not presented, the voter signs an affidavit and votes on a regular ballot 

· Rhode Island 

· Last day to register to vote: October 9th, 2016

If ID is not presented, the voter votes on a provisional ballot, and election officials match the signature against signatures on record 

· Hawaii 

· Last day to register to vote: October 10th, 2016

If ID is not presented, the voter recites day of birth and address for corroboration 

Strict Non Photo ID:

· Arizona 

· Last day to register to vote: October 10th, 2016

If ID is not presented, the voter votes on a provisional ballot and must return to show ID within 5 days

· Ohio 

· Last day to register to vote: October 11th, 2016

If ID is not presented, the voter votes on a provisional ballot and must return to show ID within 10 days

Strict Photo ID laws:

· North Dakota 

· Last day to register to vote: No voter registration required

If ID is not presented, the voter does not vote

· Kansas 

· Last day to register to vote: October 18th, 2016

If ID is not presented, the voter votes on a provisional ballot and must show ID in person or via mail or email before the canvass board meets

· Texas 

· Last day to register to vote: October 11th, 2016

Strict voter ID law was enacted in 2011 and has faced ongoing court challenges since. According to the Secretary of State’s office, the law is currently in effect

· Wisconsin
· Strict photo ID

· Indiana 

· Last day to register to vote: October 11th, 2016

If ID is not presented, the voter votes on a provisional ballot and must return within 6 days to show an ID or sign an affidavit swearing to indigence or a religious objection 

· Tennessee

· Last day to register to vote: October 11th, 2016

 If ID is not presented, the voter votes on a provisional ballot and must return within two days to show an ID or sign an affidavit attesting to indigence or a religious objection

· Mississippi 

· Last day to register to vote: October 8th, 2016

If ID is not presented, the voter votes on a provisional ballot and must return within 5 days to show ID or sign an affidavit attesting to a religious objection to being photographed

· Georgia 

· Last day to register to vote: October 11th, 2016

If ID is not presented, the voter votes on a provisional ballot and must return to show ID within 3 days

· Virginia 

· Last day to register to vote: October 17th, 2016

If ID is not presented, the voter votes on a provisional ballot and must submit a copy of identification within 3 days
