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Residency or Address
Requirement

Must provide an address where you reside or spend a majority of your time, which can include non-
traditional locations such as parks, intersections, or other identifiable places where you can receive
mail or be contacted

ID requirement

If your photo ID does not include your signature, you will be asked to provide another ID that has
your signature.

If you do not bring proper ID, you can still vote a provisional ballot. As long as you are eligible and
voted in the proper precinct, your provisional ballot will count provided the signature on your
provisional ballot matches the signature in your registration record.

Absentee or Mail-in Voting A returned voted ballot must be received, regardless of postmark, by the Supervisor of Elections' office
Deadline: November 5th, 2024 |no later than 7:00 pm (local time) on Election Day.
