Must provide residential address, Can list address of place they usually stay OR map/diagram
of residence.

ID requirement

Any valid state or federal government-issued photo ID, including a free ID card issued by your
county registrar's office or the Georgia Department of Driver Services; a Georgia driver's
license (even if expired); Student ID from a Georgia public College or University; Valid
government employee photo ID; Valid U.S. passport ID; Valid U.S. military photo ID containing a
photograph of the voter;  Valid tribal photo ID containing a photograph of the voter

Absentee or Mail-in Voting
Deadline: October 25th, 2024

You can submit your request for an absentee ballot as much as 78 days before the election.
Your request must be made at least 11 days before the election. (Hospital patients have an extra
day to apply.)

Early Voting

Georgia voters have three weeks before Election Day for early voting, including two Saturdays.
Your county can also offer voting on Sunday. Runoffs have a shorter period for early voting. You
can vote at any early voting location in your county.
